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2.2 Natural Features

The site is generally relatively flat with a steep 8-10m high 

embankment along the eastern boundary of the site. There is a 

fall of approximately 2m from the northern to southern boundary 

and a cross fall of 1.5m from the Western boundary to the top of 

the eastern embankment.

The site is largely weed infested apart from a row of mature 

Eucalyptus species towards the northern boundary of the site. 

A heritage listed row of canary palms are located along the 

western boundary of the site. A remnant endangered Ironbark-

Turpentine forest is located to the north west of the site and will 

not be affected by the proposed development.

2.3 Existing Buildings

Three lightweight sheds and structures are situated along the 

western boundary of the site. The two smaller sheds are on the 

Sydney Water heritage register. While these structures are not 

located within the site boundary consideration must be given 

to them when locating new buildings on the site. The third and 

larger of the three structures is located within the site and it is 

proposed that it will be demolished as part of the development.
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
