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1 Introduction

The Boat Storage Policy sets out the NSW Government’s strategic policy for dealing
with boat storage (see Appendix 1—Dictionary) on Sydney Harbour. The Policy aims to
provide:

• a more strategic and certain approach to regulating boat storage facilities on the
harbour, and

• a balance between promoting a prosperous working harbour, maintaining a healthy
and sustainable waterway environment and promoting recreational access to the
foreshores and waterways.

The Policy has been prepared by the Department of Infrastructure, Planning and
Natural Resources (DIPNR) and the Waterways Authority to guide and inform State
agencies, local government, the boating industry, recreational boaters and the
community. It addresses key issues and concerns raised by the boating industry, local
government and the community.
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2 NSW Government’s ‘Sharing
Sydney Harbour’ vision

Sydney Harbour is the prime asset of Sydney. It provides significant employment and
economic benefit through its role as a tourist attraction, recreational hub, and
commercial maritime centre.

The Government’s Sharing Sydney Harbour 1 vision therefore requires:

‘…taking wise and comprehensive care of the harbour as a natural asset
belonging to future generations, and sharing the harbour with nature and
for all human activities.’

Sharing Sydney Harbour promotes four themes:

• natural harbour—a healthy, sustainable environment on land and water

• urban harbour—a high quality urban environment

• working harbour—a prosperous, working waterfront and an effective transport
corridor

• people’s harbour—a culturally rich, accessible, active place for people.

In keeping with this philosophy, the Policy aims to ensure those objectives are met by
promoting:

• a viable working harbour which supports commercial marinas in appropriate
locations

• public access to and along the foreshores and waterways and limiting
‘privatisation’ of the foreshores and waterways, and

• a healthy, sustainable and visually attractive environment through better controls.

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3 Snapshot of boat storage on
the harbour

Overview

There are a total of 15000 registered vessels in the Sydney Harbour boating
catchment.2 Of these, approximately 9000 are over 5 metres in length, with
6600 over 6 metres. As boats over 5–6 metres generally require storage on the
water, there are up to 9000 vessels requiring a storage space on the harbour
(see Tables 1 and 2 in Appendix 2).
There are currently 8770 boat storage spaces on the harbour, including berths
at commercial marinas and private marinas, single (swing) moorings, mooring
pens and jetties (see Table 3 in Appendix 2).
The number of registered boats has increased slowly (1%) over the last 8 years.

Commercial marinas

There are 41 commercial marinas in Sydney Harbour, with the majority in
Middle Harbour and on the southern shore of Parramatta River. These marinas
range in size from 10 to 267 storage spaces.
Commercial marina berths comprise only 17% (1490 berths) of the current total
storage capacity on the harbour (8770).
Commercial single (swing) moorings make up 15% (1320) of the total storage
capacity on the harbour.
Evidence suggests that sailing vessels are more likely to be stored on moorings
while motor cruisers are more likely to be stored on marina berths.

Private marinas

There are 11 private marinas in the harbour, ranging in size from 11 berths to
112 berths.
Private marinas represent 6% (500 berths) of total storage capacity on the harbour.

Private single (swing) moorings

There are 4890 private single (swing) moorings in the harbour, representing
56% of the total storage capacity.

Dry boat storage

There are no dry boat storage facilities currently in operation on Sydney Harbour
although three are planned (Rozelle, ADI site at Ryde, Homebush Bay).
Dry storage is suitable only for vessels in the 5–12 metre size range.

Mooring pens and jetties

There are 570 residential mooring pens and jetties on the harbour, representing
6% of total storage capacity.

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4 Critical issues

4.1 ‘Moratorium’ on marina development
There is currently a ‘moratorium’ on commercial marina development in Sydney
Harbour and its tributaries owing to:

• the prohibition of large marinas (more than 30 berths) under Sydney Regional
Environmental Plan 23 – Sydney and Middle Harbours (SREP 23), and

• Waterways Authority deferring consideration of all applications for land owner’s
consent for the lodgement of development applications relating to large marinas
until it has completed the review of its Land Owner’s Consent Manual.

A key reason for the moratorium was growing community perception of the potential
adverse impacts, especially visual impacts, of large boat storage facilities such as
marinas around the harbour. Other environmental issues which have also raised
concern include ecological impacts (eg impacts on water quality and aquatic flora and
fauna), amenity (eg noise, traffic and parking), and a reduction in public access to and
use of the foreshore and waterway.

Consequently, there are demands for tighter controls and performance criteria for
marinas and related facilities to address these issues and provide clearer guidance to
both applicants and consent authorities.

The ‘moratorium’ has limited the opportunity for marina operators from expanding their
existing marinas (in some cases to meet the environmental standards and Workcover
requirements) and developing new marinas. There is significant pressure from the
boating industry to resolve the moratorium and provide a more strategic and certain
approach to future marina development.

4.2 Changing demands
While there is minimal growth in the overall number of registered boats, there is a clear
trend toward larger boats and a shift in composition toward motorised rather than
sailing boats. Sailing vessels are more likely to be stored on moorings while larger
motor cruisers are more likely to be stored on marina berths. This trend suggests a
future growth in demand for fixed berth storage rather than moorings.

Many marina operators are now looking to convert commercial swing moorings to fixed
marina berths to accommodate this anticipated demand and improve the financial
viability of their businesses.

In addition, there are a number of precincts in the harbour, such as The Spit and Rose
Bay that currently accommodate high levels of boating activity and infrastructure and in
which demands for growth and change may be most pronounced. A more detailed and
localised understanding of such precincts would assist all stakeholders in working
together to ensure that growth and change in these areas occurs in the most
appropriate manner.
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4.3 Privatisation of the foreshore and waterway
Private marina development is a relatively recent phenomenon that most commonly
involves the construction of large boat storage structures on the waterway in
association with multi-unit residential development on the foreshore.

Private marinas are generally for the exclusive use of the residents of the adjoining
residential development. Accordingly, while they add to the value of waterfront
property, they can alienate large areas of the harbour by restricting or excluding public
access to and use of the foreshore and waterway. They can also ‘clutter’ the waterway
and reduce the amount of navigable water space.

Private mooring pens serving harbourfront dwellings also alienate the foreshore from
public use and access. Applications to convert jetties, ramps and pontoons to
permanent structures such as mooring pens are also increasing.

4.4 Complex planning framework
The existing planning controls3 for boat storage facilities within the harbour and its
tributaries, especially marinas, are complicated and confusing due to the layering and
overlap of planning instruments and the differing definitions and approaches these
instruments take to boat storage.

Under the current controls only part of the harbour is zoned and most forms of
development can be considered on merit almost anywhere on the waters of the harbour
and its tributaries. This open planning system provides little certainty and makes
decision making difficult for Councils, State agencies, the boating industry and the
community. The current system leads to a number of applications going to appeal
which has time and cost implications for consent authorities and applicants.

Currently, large private marinas, due to the way they are defined (as  ‘multiple
moorings ‘), are not subject to the same prohibitions as large commercial marinas.
Rather than continuing with this current advantage ascribed to private marinas, the
same system of permissible and prohibited development should apply to both private
and commercial marinas.

4.5 Consent authorities
There is currently a declaration of State significant development (SSD) that makes the
Minister for Infrastructure and Planning the consent authority for certain marinas on the
harbour.4

Under the declaration, all boat storage proposals need to be considered on a case by
case basis to determine whether they are of local or State significance. This adds
further complexity and time delays to the approvals process. A clearer, more certain
threshold for SSD is needed.

The following outlines the NSW Government’s policy for effective boat storage on
Sydney Harbour and its tributaries.

5.1 Commercial marinas
The Government will ‘lift’ the moratorium to permit marina development and the
expansion of existing commercial marinas in suitable locations around the harbour.
This delivers on the Government’s commitment to supporting a prosperous working
harbour that provides a variety of commercial activity and employment opportunities
and to providing improved public access to and recreational use of the foreshores and
waterways.

Commercial marinas will be generally allowable in certain locations around the harbour
where:

• foreshores are already modified through development, including existing maritime
commercial and recreational activities

• conflicts with other land and water uses are minimised

• public access to and use of the foreshores and waterways is not reduced

• the visual impacts of the development are acceptable, and

• there are no adverse impacts on wetlands or flora and fauna habitats

subject to proper consideration through the development assessment process.

5.2 Private marinas
The Government does not support the proliferation of private marinas throughout the
harbour and will limit them to existing highly developed residential waterfronts. This will
contribute to minimising the privatisation of the foreshores and waterways. It will also
help to avoid ‘cluttering ‘ the harbour with large, private boat storage facilities.

Private marinas will therefore be allowed in certain areas primarily adjoining residential
land with highly modified foreshores and already containing a number of private
waterside facilities. They should also meet a clearly demonstrated demand. Such
development should also be appropriate to the landscape setting and should not
conflict with other water users.

5.3 Single moorings
Single moorings generally have a lower visual impact than fixed berth storage and are
available to a wider range of users than other forms of boat storage such as
commercial and private marinas. However, as boats are able to move more freely on
single moorings, they can also impede navigation by other vessels.
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The Government therefore supports the retention of private single mooring areas at
their current levels of approximately 5000 vessels. These moorings are identified in
publicly available documents5 on a bay by bay basis.

As a means of freeing up water space for navigation, the Government also considers
the conversion of commercial single moorings (associated with commercial marinas) to
marina berths to be appropriate in suitable locations. This will also potentially facilitate
greater public access to the waterway for recreational boating.

5.4 Private domestic facilities
The Government supports a reduction of private domestic facilities (such as mooring
pens and jetties/wharves/pontoons) over time. This will help deliver on the
Government’s commitment to promote greater intertidal access opportunities and
enhanced public foreshore access. It will also contribute to improved scenic quality
through reduced visual clutter along the shoreline.

Private domestic facilities will therefore be limited to certain areas of the harbour that
already contain a number of private waterside structures.

In addition, the sharing of jetties, wharves and pontoons, will be encouraged to further
minimise the proliferation of these structures along the shoreline.

5.5 Dry boat storage
The Government supports dry boat storage as an efficient form of boat storage that can
contribute to the freeing up of water space for navigation and recreational activities and
less visual clutter in the waterway. However, such facilities must be appropriately
designed and located to avoid potential amenity impacts such as visual quality, traffic
and noise on the surrounding area.

5.6 Improved planning controls
The Government firmly supports an updated legislative framework including more
detailed development controls for all marinas. This will provide greater clarity and
certainty to consent authorities, applicants (including the boating industry) and the
boating and general public on how decisions for boat storage will be made. It will also
promote improved marina design and environmental outcomes.

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6 Implementing the policy

6.1 Lifting the moratorium on commercial marinas
The current moratorium on commercial marinas will be lifted by:

• gazettal of draft Sydney Regional Environmental Plan (Sydney Harbour
Catchment) 2004 (draft Harbour REP), expected to occur by December 2004.
The draft Harbour REP will make commercial marinas permissible development in
certain locations around the harbour, and

• release of a new Waterways Authority Land owner’s Consent Manual,
expected to occur before gazettal of the draft Harbour REP. Upon release of the
Manual, the Waterways Authority will be in a position to grant its consent as land
owner to the lodgement of development applications for large marinas (30 or more
berths).

6.2 Simplifying the planning framework
The Government’s priority is to finalise the draft Harbour REP because, upon gazettal,
it will simplify the planning framework for boat storage facilities on the harbour.

The draft Harbour REP seeks to consolidate and repeal the three existing harbour
planning instruments6. It also applies to the waterways of Lane Cove River and the
Inner Harbour (Rozelle Bay, Blackwattle Bay, White Bay and Johnstons Bay) which do
not currently fall within any planning instrument under the provisions of the REP. This
will streamline the planning framework for boat storage on the harbour by removing
overlap and inconsistencies between instruments, improving the definitions of boat
storage facilities and introducing a detailed, standardised zoning scheme for the entire
waterways of the harbour and its tributaries.

Following a detailed review of the harbour’s waterways, the draft Harbour REP
proposes a total of eight waterways zones, aimed at providing clearer and more
specific development controls that better reflect the widely varying environmental
characteristics of the harbour. The zones, which are shown on detailed maps included
in the draft Harbour REP, identify which parts of the harbour’s waterways are suitable
for different types of development, including boat storage facilities.

Under the draft Harbour REP:

• ‘private marinas‘ and ‘commercial marinas‘ will be separately defined and the
areas in which each type of facility is permitted will be clearly articulated through
the zoning provisions. This addresses current inconsistencies in the way private
marinas are not subject to the same regulations as commercial marinas.
The development of new commercial marinas and the conversion of single
moorings to fixed marina berths will be permissible in four separate zones (W1
Maritime Waters, W4 Aviation, W5 Water Recreation and W6 Scenic Waters:
Active Use). These zones reflect the primary areas of the harbour used for working
waterfront (such as Rozelle Bay, Blackwattle Bay, Berry’s Bay and Cabarita),
public recreation (such as The Spit, Rose Bay and Rushcutters Bay) and

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commercial functions (such as Birkenhead). The development of private marinas
will be restricted to existing highly developed residential waterfronts by being
permissible in 1 zone only (W6 Scenic Waters: Active Use) under the draft Harbour
REP. This zone applies to areas such as parts of Seaforth, Balmain and Pulpit
Point.

• Private single moorings are permissible without the requirement for development
consent in all waterways zones. Such facilities are licensed by the Waterways
Authority and numbers will remain at about current levels.

• Private domestic facilities (such as jetties/wharves/pontoons and mooring pens)
will be strictly limited to certain areas of the harbour with highly modified
foreshores that already contain a number of private waterside structures and will
be permissible in 1 zone only (W6 Scenic Waters: Active Use).

• The water-based infrastructure associated with dry stack storage facilities attached
to a commercial marina will be permissible in areas of the waterway identified
primarily for working waterfront and public recreation purposes.

6.3 Improving development controls for marinas
DIPNR, in consultation with the Waterways Authority, has revised the Sydney Harbour
and Parramatta River Development Control Plan (draft Harbour DCP) which supports
SREPs 22 and 23 to become a DCP for the draft Harbour REP.

The draft Harbour DCP also incorporates additional assessment criteria for marinas.
These criteria relate to a wide range of matters such as locational considerations,
design and layout, facilities and services, visual impact, environmental management,
and health and safety. These criteria are complemented by visual impact assessment
guidelines for marinas.

The draft Harbour DCP therefore provides a stronger and comprehensive assessment
tool for marinas, which will contribute to improved scenic quality and other
environmental outcomes for the harbour.

6.4 Reviewing State significant development provisions for
marinas

DIPNR is currently preparing a State Environmental Planning Policy (SEPP) for State
significant development (SSD) that will consolidate into one instrument the Minister for
Infrastructure and Planning’s consent role for various forms of development. It is
intended that this SEPP will provide that marinas of a certain size in Sydney Harbour
are SSD, for which the Minister will be the consent authority.

This SEPP will also revoke the existing marina SSD declaration as it applies to Sydney
Harbour.

6.5 Planning for high usage precincts
The Waterways Authority will prepare ‘Framework Plans‘ for some high usage boating
precincts of the harbour. Such a plan is currently being prepared for the Rose Bay
West boating precinct.

These plans are not statutory documents, however they are used by the Authority to
help guide its decisions as land owner in areas of the harbour where there are
competing demands for water-based development and particular environmental issues
to be addressed. The plans are prepared in consultation with local councils, relevant
state agencies, boating groups and the local community.
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7 Having your say on proposed
new planning controls

There will be an opportunity for all interested parties to comment on the proposed new
planning controls for boat storage facilities, including definitions, zoning provisions and
updated assessment criteria, during the public exhibition of the draft Harbour REP and
draft Harbour DCP. It is expected this public exhibition period will commence shortly.

Dictionary

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Appendix 2

Vessel registration and storage pricing data
analysis of boat registration data

The Waterways Authority data base on vessel registrations and a review of the pricing
structures of the boat storage options on Sydney Harbour was analysed to develop a
picture of the supply of boats and storage facilities on Sydney Harbour. The review
focussed on vessels in five classes (open runabout, cabin runabout, motor cruiser,
sailing vessel and catamaran) over 6 metres in length and on the five main storage
options (Waterways Authority private single (swing) moorings, marina berths,
commercial single (swing) moorings, private marinas and residential mooring pens).

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Findings
Data analysis shows there are 15,000 registered vessels (Table 1) in the Sydney
Harbour boating catchment with approximately 9000 of these over 5 metres in length
(or 6600 vessels over 6 metres in length) as shown in Table 2. A majority of these
boats over 5–6 metres will require wet storage (moorings or marina berths) or
commercial dry storage. The majority of wet stored vessels are either sailing vessels or
motor cruisers. Sailing vessels are more likely to be stored on moorings while motor
cruisers are more likely to be stored on marina berths.

Analysis of the Sydney Harbour boat storage market
Existing boat storage on Sydney Harbour was collated to determine available capacity
in the provision of wet storage options.

The total existing capacity of boat storage in Sydney Harbour is 8770 boats.
The distribution of storage is summarised as follows.

Findings
The results in Table 3 show:

• Waterways Authority private single (swing) moorings represent the largest storage
type with 4890 moorings or 56% of capacity.

• Commercial marinas provide 32% of capacity, by way of 1490 marina berths (17%)
and 1320 commercial single (swing) moorings (15%).

• Private marinas associated with residential developments constitute some 500
moorings or 6% capacity.

The distribution of this storage capacity in Sydney Harbour by storage type and sub-
region is illustrated in Table 4 below.

Findings
In terms of spatial distribution, Table 4 highlights:

North East Sub-region

• Primarily private moorings (60% of total in Sydney Harbour)

Middle Harbour Sub-region

• High proportion of commercial moorings (47% of total in Sydney Harbour)

• No multiple moorings

South West Sub-region

• High proportion of multiple moorings (33% of total in Sydney Harbour)

South East Sub-region

• High proportion of marina berths (35% of total in Sydney Harbour)

• Highest demand for private moorings of all sub-regions (as measured by waiting
lists)

North West Sub-region

• No marina berths

• Lowest demand for private moorings of all sub-regions

When matched against boat registration numbers the data show that the storage
capacity of 8770 vessels can certainly accommodate the 6600 vessels over 6 metres in
length registered in Sydney Harbour and can also accommodate a proportion of the
2400 vessels between 5 and 6 metres should they need on-water storage rather than
trailer storage.

It is important to note that along with the rise in the value of harbour front land has
come increasing pressure to add to the convenience and value of private residential
property by construction of private berthing facilities such as jetties, mooring pens and
berthing structures.

Boat Storage Capacity by Sub-Regions
and Storage Types for All Vessels
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Pricing analysis
The boat storage fees were reviewed and results are as follows in Table 5. Annual
mooring fees vary significantly between mooring types. Depicted in Table 5 are
average annual mooring fees for 7 to 12 metre vessels.
