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Compliance Report 

 

 

The Department of Planning and Environment's Compliance 
Team works with communities across NSW to ensure 
projects such as mines, industrial sites, major 
developments and infrastructure meet the strict conditions 
included in their approvals.  

Our Compliance Team undertakes proactive inspections (including unannounced) of state significant projects, investigates 

potential breaches, and carries out enforcement where necessary.   

In doing this, the Compliance Team works closely with local communities and councils to investigate their concerns and ensure 

community confidence in the regulation of state significant projects. Additionally, the Compliance Team collaborates with other 

state and federal government agencies to seek a whole of government approach to state significant project regulation. 

Enforcement can range from negotiating practical solutions, issuing penalty notices and, in serious cases, criminal prosecutions.  

As well as conducting monitoring and enforcement activities, the Compliance Team plays an important role in educating 

proponents, community members and other stakeholders about the Department's compliance functions. Education sessions allow 

the Department to reinforce expectations, better understand industry specific issues, the systems used to ensure compliance, 

listen to community concerns, provide feedback on sector or company performance, and promote best practice across all industry 

sectors.

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Monitoring 
The Department's Compliance Team conducted 51 inspections to monitor compliance against conditions of approval, with some 

projects inspected multiple times during the period. The Compliance Team inspected projects across most sectors and in a 

range of regional and Sydney metropolitan LGAs. In June, there were 28 compliance inspections of social and transport 

infrastructure projects including WestConnex, NorthConnex, Pacific Highway, Sydney Metro, Sydney CBD & South East Light 

Rail, Moore Theological College, Kellyville South Public School and Bulli Hospital.

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Enforcement  
Penalty Notice issued to Harvey Fresh Juice Pty Ltd (Crawford Road Food Processing Plant, DA 303-08-00, Griffith 
LGA) 

On 13 June 2018, the Department issued a $15,000 Penalty Notice to Harvey Fresh Juice Pty Ltd for failing to store hydrocarbons 

and chemicals in accordance with the conditions of consent at its Crawford Road Food Processing Facility. During a site visit, the 

Department observed that oils and chemicals were not being stored in a manner which minimises the risk to the environment, 

including in covered and bunded hardstand areas. The company has since commenced improvements to its oil and chemical 

storage areas. The Department also requested that the site be audited by an independent environmental auditor, which has 

commenced. 

Penalty Notice issued to Doltone House Wharf Pty Ltd (Jones Bay Wharf, 26-28 Pirrama Road, DA 52-03-05) 

On 13 June 2018, the Department issued a $6,000 Penalty Notice to Doltone House Wharf Pty Ltd for failing to comply with patron 

number restrictions at its Jones Bay Wharf function venue. The Department’s investigation found that Doltone House held 

functions which exceeded its approved patron limit on five occasions between November and December 2017. Restrictions on 

patron numbers are in place to assist the safety of patrons and protect the amenity of local residents.  

Official Caution issued to Teys Australia Southern Pty Ltd (Bomen Beef Processing Facility – DA 220-07-2002, Wagga 
Wagga LGA)  

On 22 June 2018, the Department issued an Official Caution to Teys Australia Southern Pty Ltd for failing to undertake odour 

monitoring at its Bomen Beef Processing Facility near Wagga Wagga, in accordance with the conditions of consent. The company 

undertook an Odour Impact Assessment which indicated compliance with odour criteria and recommended that odour monitoring 

cease however, no approval from the Department had been sought or provided to allow the company to cease odour monitoring. 

Teys is currently applying for a modification to remove the monitoring condition and this will be assessed by the Department. 

Official Caution issued to Wollongong City Council (Whytes Gully Landfill Expansion Project Part3A 11_0094, 
Wollongong LGA) 

On 19 June 2018, the Department issued an Official Caution to Wollongong City Council for failing to undertake an Independent 

Environmental Audit at its Whytes Gully Landfill site in the timeframe required in the approval. The Council was required to submit 

the audit report in 2015 but it was not submitted until 2018. Wollongong City Council fully cooperated with the Department and 

has implemented administrative measures to minimise the chance of a reoccurrence.
